	We are currently working with the curriculum lead to identify the golden threads in each subject, we will then link them together with the values in mind so it will be interwoven into the whole curriculum. 

	Class voting for election of school and eco council at the beginning of the year. 

Visits to the fire station to take part in the safe and sound program (ambulance, police, fire, RNLI).

RNLI, police and fire service invited into school for assemblies.

Reverend Oliver invited into school for assembly. 

Themed assemblies related to democracy and world history regarding human rights. 

In year 6, in R.E. the children focus on the greater and lesser jihad in Islam and how one end of the spectrum results in individuals reverting to extremism. They look at the actions taken by people to prevent this and the causes of radicalisation and how it can be prevented. 

Children vote for their class book once the current book is finished so they have the choice with this.

Worry boxes and regulation boxes.

Work with the pastoral lead (Mrs Thoroughgood) on regulation and managing emotions.

Year 6 were encouraged to write a letter to SLT regarding going down to lunch late as they didn’t think this was fair. 

Chance to share views during pupil voice across a range of subjects and other areas of school life.

Able to share each other’s celebrations in assemblies, whether that is progress awards, growth mindset or out of school activities.

Children can make decisions about what they would like for dinner. As part of the final part of year 6’s time at the Juniors they can vote for and select a meal to be cooked at lunchtime.

Children are encouraged to perform on many occasions in school e.g. performing arts, Christmas concerts, R.E. celebrations. Performances are respected and celebrated by all.

Staff are consulted about changes to policies e.g. behaviour policy and individuals were voted for per school to lead their school’s views and have an input on writing the policy.

Parents are able to share their views on coffee mornings and end of year surveys along with reports. 

Children are encouraged to ask questions in lessons and opinions are heard and valued.

Democracy is explored through a historical lens exploring the impact of change over time, we encourage a democratic classroom where all of the children have an equal right to be heard and this is expected by every child.

Children are encouraged to consider themselves in the position of others and understand the concept of fairness.
	School rules are clear and fair. 

Class rules are displayed in most classrooms. A class charter is displayed in all classrooms as an agreement between the teacher and pupils.

The behaviour system celebrates children adhering to these rules with positive reinforcement. 

Growth mindset, mediation, regulation is used.

Pupils are taught that the law and school rules are made in order to keep us safe and happy. It is our role as citizens to uphold the law otherwise there are consequences for our actions.

The concept of peer pressure is taught consistently throughout the school regarding different themes i.e. alcohol, drugs, tobacco, gangs and committing a crime. This is also taught regarding online safety and how peer pressure can impact children to send images that they do not wish to and what they can do to avoid this.

The equality act and the United Nations convention on the rights of the child is referred to during PSHE lessons from year 3 to year 6.

Annual visit from the police into school to talk about how to stay safe in the local community, this is adapted for year groups based on situations that arise.

Change over time is taught as part of the history curriculum i.e. the change in law from Anglo-Saxons to modern day and drawing comparisons. 

Year 5 visited Sudbury prison last year as part of their crime and punishment unit to expand their knowledge and understanding. 

Behaviour policy is a relatively new policy that all staff are following.

There is a staff code of conduct along with a code of conduct for the use of technology in school that all staff are required to read.
In PSHE, the children role play different scenarios to unpick the faults, laws and resolutions to given problems.

In Geography, children explore the issue of climate change in year 5 and how as humans we can have a negative impact on the Earth and thus what we can do to prevent this.








	Growth mindset, regulation stations, HOPE, ELSA, friendship group, school of comedy. 

Consequences for actions. Contract is signed at the beginning of the year regarding the acceptable use of technology in school, this is signed by both the parents and child and as a whole class. Children know what the consequences are of not upholding these rules.

Children are always encouraged to participate and be active in all lessons across the curriculum. Children’s voices are heard and valued and respected by others in most classes.

Show Racism the Red card day, stereotypes regarding job roles and roles within the family are challenged during PSHE lessons. More work needs to be done to explore the other protected characteristics, current subject leader has conducted a review of these on the previous scheme along with a  pupil voice and children demonstrated a limited understanding of some elements e.g. sexuality, gender reassignment but were strong in others e.g. race, gender, marriage, disability, age.

Work has been done in the P.E. curriculum to encourage active participation regarding ability or special educational need. Wheelchair basketball has been taught by a specialised coach. Sport 4 all club and competition entered by the school. Supportive sports day in which children are placed in ability groups so that no child feels like they are failing.

Bullying is not accepted at school and goes against the Ethos of PRIDE. (perseverance, respect, inquisitiveness, determination and enthusiasm)

E-Safety units of work are taught throughout school through the Project Evolve program. Training was delivered on this by the computing subject leader during a staff meeting. Information on how to stay safe online is regularly sent out on social media channels. 

E-Safety is also taught as part of the PSHE scheme of work, including how to be safe when using online banking.

In year 4, children have been taught about the impact our choices have on the rainforest and our social responsibility to protect the environment.

As a school, we have done work litter picking in the local area as well as improving the environment on our school grounds. We have planted trees so that fruit can be grown and shared with the community. 

Input is invited from staff/parents/pupils on new initiatives e.g. school of comedy.

Marvellous Me is used to celebrate learning with families.

Pupils, staff and parents are encouraged to ask for help when needed with an open-door policy and a strong family liaison officer. 

We have raised money for the Earthquake victims in Turkey.

We are going to be taking part in Operation Christmas Child and donating food to the food bank in September for the harvest festival.

Families are able to request hygiene and food packs to support them, especially during the holidays. 

Christmas cards have been given to old people’s homes at Christmas by younger pupils.

Year 6 have made Christmas stockings and donated them to a children’s hospital to ensure that ill children could enjoy Christmas. 


	Subject leadership has been reviewing the teaching of protected characteristics, this is ongoing as we are moving to a new scheme in September due to the previous scheme not being progressive or including all of the characteristics. This was evident as when carrying out a pupil voice child did not have an awareness of what all of the characteristics were.

Assemblies are used to explore critical news events and events from World History e.g. Rosa Parks and Martin Luther King, Emmeline Pankhurst.

Occasions of prejudicial and discriminatory behaviour is challenged and dealt with swiftly through the behaviour system.

Year 5 visit the faith trail in Derby and all other year groups visit the church at least 2 times per year. Work with the church is being developed further currently by the R.E. subject lead. Members of other religions and faiths have been contacted but due to the ethnic background of Tamworth, there are not the resources or individuals readily available. Artefacts are however, available for children to explore in school along with literature about religions and worldviews e.g. humanism.
Year groups perform a celebration assembly for Christingle, harvest, Christmas, easter. Mock wedding, christening and holy communion. 

Year 4 take part in Islamic prayer and prayer rituals. 

Our R.E. scheme ensures that children have a good understanding of a range of religious beliefs and customs.

Children are encouraged to respect their own and other cultures and ways of life through R.E., PSHE, music, P.E., history, geography.

Children use hand gestures (thumbs up, thumbs down) to agree or disagree with others in class.

Children have been taught elements of sign language and are able to sign to the songs during assembly and music lessons. 

Children take part in a wide range of sports clubs and sports competitions out of school hours during which they are encouraged to show respect of others and their views and opinions. We have been very successful as a school in these competitions and have shown respect at all times. 

Encouraging and praising respectful behaviour, praising in public and consequences in private.

To grieve the loss of the Queen, children made tributes to her and these were taken and laid on Green Park when she passed away.

We are exploring the possibility of setting up a pen pal scheme with a partnership school in Uganda through Reverend Oliver from September. 

History competition where children were encouraged to look at an important historical figure from the local area and complete a report on this. We are through to the final with a year 5 child. 

Tolerance is encouraged in the classroom as the children consider questions about identity and belonging when learning about different religious beliefs.

Children consider the impact of religion on society and how this has changed over time.

A range of different sources are used within and across all subjects so that pupils are able to see the value of differences in perspective.
