Exploring habitats around the world- animals that live in hot and cold places, animals that live on land and water- specific studies on Kenya and The Arctic.

Commenting on and compare the weather, culture, clothing, housing of different places.
 

Understanding that litter and plastic waste cause harm to animals around the world.

Talk about the different places around the world, including oceans and seas


Learn about religious festival of Easter.
